Surely, We have sent revelation to thee, as We sent revelation to Noah and the Prophets after him; and 

We sent revelation to Abraham and Ishmael and Isaac and Jacob and his children and to Jesus and Job 

and Jonah and Aaron and Solomon, and We gave David a Book.(4:164) 

Moving forward they are not only against the Qur'an for saying that a Prophet would not have revelation 

from Allah, but also against the ahadith of the Prophet(صلى الله عليه وسلم) who said:

"Allah then would reveal to Isa " (Sahih Muslim Book 54 Hadith 136) (Regards to latter day

We also see that in Sahih Bukhari, the Prophet Muhammad(saw) saw the latter day Messiah and 

described him differently than the Messiah of Bani Israel:

Now Muhammad Hijab goes on to say to Abdur Rahman that I know which verse you will quote 

for Isa(as)'s death. He quotes 5:117-118 where Allah States:

And when Allah will say, “O Jesus, son of Mary, didst thou say to men, ‘Take me and my 

mother for two gods beside Allah?’”, he will answer, “Holy art Thou. I could never say that to 

which I had no right. If I had said it, Thou wouldst have surely known it. Thou knowest what is 

in my mind, and I know not what is in Thy mind. It is only Thou Who art the Knower of hidden 

things.  “I said nothing to them except that which Thou didst command me — ‘Worship Allah, 

my Lord and your Lord.’ And I was a witness over them as long as I remained among them, but 

since Thou didst cause me to die, Thou hast been the Watcher over them; and Thou art Witness 

over all things. (Chapter 5 Verses 117-118) 
 

Muhammad Hijab after quoting this verse asks what tawaffa means. Firstly, the Holy 

Prophet(saw) told us it means death here, so it does not make sense to me as to why Muhammad 

Hijab tries to argue against the Prophet of Islam(saw). Holy Prophet(saw) stated :

Narrated Ibn `Abbas: 
  

Allah’s Messenger (صلى الله عليه وسلم) delivered a sermon and said, “O people! You will be gathered before 

Allah barefooted, naked and not circumcised.” Then (quoting Qur’an) he said:– “As We began 

the first creation, We shall repeat it. A promise We have undertaken: Truly we shall do it..” 

(21.105) The Prophet (صلى الله عليه وسلم) then said, “The first of the human beings to be dressed on the Day of 

Resurrection, will be Abraham. Lo! Some men from my followers will be brought and then (the 

angels) will drive them to the left side (Hell-Fire). I will say. ‘O my Lord! (They are) my 

companions!’ Then a reply will come (from Almighty), ‘You do not know what they did after 

you.’ I will say as the pious slave (the Prophet (صلى الله عليه وسلم) Jesus) said: And I was a witness over them 

while I dwelt amongst them. When You caused me to die. You were the Watcher over them and 

You are a Witness to all things.’ (5.118) Then it will be said, “These people have continued to be 

apostates since you left them.”(Sahih Bukhari Vol 6, Book 60, Hadith 149) 

 

The Holy Prophet(saw) makes it clear that the followers of Isa(as) went astray after he had died 

and uses the same words used for Isa(as) in Qur'an, for his own death in the same way. 

 



 

The Ahmadi  explains that if there is no layl(night), or manamiha (by sleep), then it tawaffa 

always refers to death. Muhammad Hijab replies by saying how many times is tawaffa used in 

the Qur'an, and then says seven times. This is totally wrong. Waw Fa and Ya actually comes in 

the Qur'an 25 times in bab tafaul forms. 

 

 

 



 

Next the Ahmadi quotes an ayah correctly yet is accused of incorrect recitation. The Ahmadi quotes 

Chapter 6 verse 61:

And He it is Who takes your souls by night and knows that which you do by day; then He raises 

you up again therein, that the appointed term may be completed. Then to Him is your return. 

Then will He inform you of what you used to do.(6:61, Forgot to mention) 

Despite this, he is accused of wrong recitation and Mohammed Hijab says what he is doing is 

haram. He recited correctly, but was simply reciting a different verse. Anyhow, it is not haram. 

Holy Prophet(saw) who said:

Narrated Aisha:The Prophet (صلى الله عليه وسلم) said, "Such a person as recites the Qur'an and masters it 

by heart, will be with the noble righteous scribes (in Heaven). And such a person exerts 

himself to learn the Qur'an by heart, and recites it with great difficulty, will have a double 

reward." (Sahih Bukhari, Book 65, Hadith #4937) 

 

Mohammed Hijab himself recites incorrectly:

Allah takes away the souls of human beings at the time of their death...(Chapter 

39 verse 43) 

Mohammed Hijab and his sheikh suggest that tawaffa means sleep: 
Hadhrat Mirza Ghulam Ahmad(as) states: 



Can we interpret the word Tawaffi in this verse as meaning sleep? Would it be right to understand 

this verse as meaning: Since Thou didst cause me to sleep Thou hast been the One to watch over 

them? Of course not. The only appropriate interpretation of Tawaffi in this context is the 

straightforward one of death; and the context does not permit us to interpret that death will occur 

after Jusus’ bodily ascent to heaven. This is because the question put to Jesus refers to the going 

astray of his people, which had happened after his supposed bodily ascent to heaven and had been 

completed before the advent of the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him.) ([Izala-

e-Auham, Ruhani Khaza’in, vol. 3, pp. 224-225] 

 

Now Muhammad Hijab quotes some dictionaries and states that tawaffa is not confined to death. I am 

not sure why Muhammad Hijab always points out the obvious. Never did any Ahmadi claim that 

tawaffa only means death. Rather we say when Allah is causing the tawaffa on a human being it means 

the taking of the soul, and always refers to death or sleep. Sadly Muhammad Hijab accidentally quotes 

dictionaries which support our view and refute his:   

In the famous Arabic dictionary named Lisanul Arab quoted by Muhammad Hijab, it states:

He then quotes surah al Nisa verse 160, which states:

"And there is none among the People of the Book but will believe in it before his death; and on 

the Day of Resurrection, he (Jesus) shall be a witness against them" (4:160) 

 

I will firstly give the correct view of the Qur'an and sunnah and then prove their view as a clear 

contradiction of the Qur'an and sunnah.  

 

Never was it in the custom of Allah, that a Prophet came and everyone accepted him. Even with 

the Holy Prophet(saw) who was the greatest of all prophets, there were many who rejected his 

claim. How can we then believe that for another prophet, all would believe in him? This is 

against the Qur'an and ahadith and also against logic which will be further proven. If we read the 

verse in context it makes clear sense. From verses 154-162 Allah is speaking of the ill behaviour 

of the People of the Book. Why would the topic change and suddenly say all will believe?  

 

The verse in reality means that before the death of the actual Jew or Christian himself, he would 

have no choice but to believe in the view which Allah the Almighty has attributed to the people 

of the book in regards to the crucifixion. It shows that none from the people of the Book would 

know for certain that they managed to Crucify Jesus, whether Jews or Christians.  

 

Prior to the death of the Jew and Christian, they would all testify to the truth (openly or secretly) 

that they do not possess definite knowledge regarding the outcome of the crucifixion. It also 

means that both the Jews and Christians are forced to think and will continue to believe in the 

supposed crucifixion (despite not having true knowledge about it), because if the Jews do not do 

so , Isa(as) is proven truthful while they become indefensible, and if the Christians do not believe 

in it, the doctrine of atonement is proven false. 

 

This verse is speaking of the faith of the Ahlul Kitab, including every single person who is a 

Christian or a Jew. What the non Ahmadis do is they exclude everyone who has died and anyone 

who is dying as we speak as they are passing away without accepting Isa(as).. If we take the 

meaning of non Ahmadis, all the people of the book would have been kept alive until the coming 

of Isa(as), but clearly this is not the case. 

 

Secondly, their interpretation is completely wrong because it creates contradiction in the Qur'an 

which is a book that is free from any contradiction. According to their interpretation, all would 

have faith in Isa(as) but this is completely against the Qur'an which states:

Thirdly, Allah Makes it clear that the Jews and Christians will remain till the day of 
Judgement rather than become Muslim like the Sheikh and Muhammad Hijab claim:

When Allah said, ‘O Jesus, I will cause thee to die a natural death and will exalt thee to Myself, and will clear 
thee from the charges of those who disbelieve, and will place those who follow thee above those who 
disbelieve, until the Day of Resurrection; then to Me shall be your return, and I will judge between you 
concerning that wherein you differ. (Chapter 3 verse 56)

And from those also who say, ‘We are Christians,’ We took a covenant, but they too have 

forgotten a good part of that with which they were exhorted. So We have caused enmity and 

hatred among them till the Day of Resurrection. And Allah will soon let them know what they 

have been doing.(Chapter 5 verse 15) 

 

This ayah has clearly stated that Allah has taken a covenant from the Christians and has caused 

enmity and hatred among them till the day of resurrection. Now for them to have enmity and 

hatred they have to exist so how can one say they will have hate and enmity till day of judgment 

but not be in existence? This is another contradiction which the non Ahmadi interpretation 

causes which cannot be accepted. 

Again Allah states:

And the Jews say, ‘The hand of Allah is tied up.’ Their own hands shall be tied up and they shall 

be cursed for what they say. Nay, both His hands are wide open; He spends how He pleases. And 

what has been sent down to thee from thy Lord will most surely increase many of them in 

rebellion and disbelief. And We have cast among them enmity and hatred till the Day of 

Resurrection. Whenever they kindle a fire for war, Allah extinguishes it. And they strive to 

create disorder in the earth, and Allah loves not those who create disorder. (Chapter 5 verse 65)

And if the People of the Book had believed and been righteous, We would surely have removed from 
them their evils and We would surely have admitted them into Gardens of Bliss.(Chapter 5 Verse 66) 

 

These verses make it clear that the Jews and Christians would indeed remain till the day of Judgment 
and this is proven from ahadith as well. 
 
Fourthly, the plural dhameer is attached to qabla mauti in other qiraat. For example, in the qirat of Ubay Ibn 
Kab, whom the Prophet(saw) said learn the Qur'an from. the wording is qabla mautihim. Now Muhammad Hijab 
is stuck on his own favourite subject of qirat as it also proves his interpretation as totally false.  

 



 

 

 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

The final reason which further proves their interpretation wrong is the very next part of the verse which 
states:

"And on the Day of Judgement, he (Jesus)  shall be a witness against them" (Chapter 4 Verse 160) 
 
It makes it clear that Isa(as) shall be a witness against them on the Day of judgment. Firstly, this shows he did 
not return as it says he would be a witness on day of judgment rather than before. Secondly, the verse saying 
he will be a witness against them further proves he died as he would not be a witness against them if they had 
all accepted him! If he was to return, it would have said that Isa(as) would be a witness against them in this 
world.  
 
The Ahmadi explains to them that rafa is physical as Allah is not confined to a location and in salah we pray 
daily:

It was narrated that Ibn ‘Abbas said: “When praying at night (Qiyamul-Lail), the Messenger of Allah (صلى الله عليه وسلم) used to 
say between the two prostrations: ‘Rabbighfir li warhamni wajburni warzuqni warfa’ni (O Lord, forgive me, have 
mercy on me, improve my situation, grant me provision and raise me (in status).’” (Ibn Maja book 1, vol 5,

‘Or thou have a house of gold or thou ascend up into heaven; and we will not believe in thy 

ascension until thou send down to us a book that we can read.’ Say, ‘Holy is my Lord! I am not 

but a man sent as a Messenger.’ And nothing has prevented men from believing when the 

guidance came to them save that they said, ‘Has Allah sent a man as a Messenger?’(Chapter 17 

Verse 94-95) 
 

The Ahmadi brother next states that Allah Says Inni mutawaffika I will cause you to die, and the 

Sheikh and Muhammad Hijab quickly stop him and say no it doesn't, and say it means sleep. 

This is clearly against the Qur'an and the sunnah. Hadhrat Ibn Abbas(ra) who is the companion

(the wife of the Prophet) Allah's Messenger (صلى الله عليه وسلم) died while Abu Bakr was at a place 

called As-Sunah (Al-'Aliya) 'Umar stood up and said, "By Allah! Allah's Messenger (صلى الله عليه وسلم) 

is not dead!" 'Umar (later on) said, "By Allah! Nothing occurred to my mind except that." 

He said, "Verily! Allah will resurrect him and he will cut the hands and legs of some 

men." Then Abu Bakr came and uncovered the face of Allah's Messenger (صلى الله عليه وسلم), kissed him 

and said, "Let my mother and father be sacrificed for you, (O Allah's Messenger (صلى الله عليه وسلم)), 

you are good in life and in death. By Allah in Whose Hands my life is, Allah will never 

make you taste death twice." Then he went out and said, "O oath-taker! Don't be hasty." 

When Abu Bakr spoke, 'Umar sat down. Abu Bakr praised and glorified Allah and said, 

No doubt! Whoever worshipped Muhammad, then Muhammad is dead, but whoever 

worshipped Allah, then Allah is Alive and shall never die." Then he recited Allah's 

Statement.:-- "(O Muhammad) Verily you will die, and they also will die." (39.30) He 

also recited:-- 

"Muhammad is no more than an Apostle; and indeed many Apostles have passed away, 

before him, If he dies Or is killed, will you then Turn back on your heels? And he who 

turns back On his heels, not the least Harm will he do to Allah And Allah will give 

reward to those Who are grateful..." (3.145)

It is also narrated in Bukhari: 



By Allah, it was as if the people never knew that Allah had revealed this Verse 
before till Abu Bakr recited it and all the people received it from him, and I heard 
everybody reciting it (then).

There was complete ijma on this and all sahaba believed all prophets before the Prophet(saw)

Firstly, the imam mahdi and Messiah are in reality one person 

from the ummah. In fact, Bukhari and Muslim, the two most 

authentic books of ahadith do not even mention the Imam 

mahdi, rather they say:

The above ahadith also show the Messiah would lead the 

Muslims in prayer. Furthermore, Sahih Muslim also states

The truth is clear that the Messiah and Mahdi are indeed one and the same person. As for the 

hadith of the Mahdi leading the Messiah in prayers, the hadith often quoted by the non Ahmadi 

Muslims does not say this. However, the ones that are from other books of ahadith, are 

interpreted by us in a unique way. Our second Khalifa after the Mahdi, Hadhrat Mirza 

Bashiruddin Mahmood Ahmad(ra) stated: 

 The only worthwhile interpretation we can put upon the Traditions is that they foretell the 

coming of a Messenger from among the followers of the Holy Prophet. This Messenger will first 

present himself as a reformer and later announce himself as the Messiah of the prophecy. The 

same person will be the Mahdi as well as the Messiah. Except for this interpretation, there can be 

no plausible interpretation of the Traditions on the subject.” (Invitation to Ahmadiyyat) 

Hadhrat Ahmad(as) is indeed from the lineage of the Prophet(saw) and states: 

“People who think in physical terms, sometimes link the Promised One to the progeny of  

Hasan  رضي‏الله‏عنه, sometimes to Hussain رضي‏الله‏عنه‏  and sometimes to Abbas  رضي‏الله‏عنه,. 

But what the Holy Prophetصلى الله عليه وسلم  really meant was that the promised One would be his heir, 

Just like a  son, i.e he would inherit his name, his character, his knowledge, his spirituality, 

and would reflect his very image. He will acquire nothing on his own but will acquire 

everything from the Holy Prophetصلى الله عليه وسلم and will so lose himself in himصلى الله عليه وسلم as to reflect his صلى الله عليه وسلم very 

Image” (A Misconception Removed, Pg 15)

Narrated ‘Ali, the Messenger of Allah –may Allah’s peace and blessings be upon him- 

said: “There will come a time upon the people when nothing will remain of Islam except its name 

and nothing will remain of the Quran except its words. Their mosques will be full of devoid of 

guidance. Their scholars will be the worst people under the Heaven; fitna will issue from them 

and return to them.” (Mishkat) 

 



In conclusion, I will mention  a really important hadith of 

Bukhari in regards to the end times: 

 

The people used to ask Allah's Messenger (صلى الله عليه وسلم) about the good but I 
used to ask him about the evil lest I should be overtaken by them. So I 
said, "O Allah's Messenger (صلى الله عليه وسلم)! We were living in ignorance and in an 
(extremely) worst atmosphere, then Allah brought to us this good (i.e., 
Islam); will there be any evil after this good?" He said, "Yes." I said, 
'Will there be any good after that evil?" He replied, "Yes, but it will be 
tainted (not pure.)'' I asked, "What will be its taint?" He replied, "(There 
will be) some people who will guide others not according to my 
tradition? You will approve of some of their deeds and disapprove of 
some others." I asked, "Will there be any evil after that good?" He 
replied, "Yes, (there will be) some people calling at the gates of the 
(Hell) Fire, and whoever will respond to their call, will be thrown by 
them into the (Hell) Fire." I said, "O Allah s Apostle! Will you describe 
them to us?" He said, "They will be from our own people and will 
speak our language." I said, "What do you order me to do if such a 
state should take place in my life?" He said, "Stick to the group of 
Muslims and their Imam (ruler)." I said, "If there is neither a group of 
Muslims nor an Imam (ruler)?" He said, "Then turn away from all those 
sects even if you were to bite (eat) the roots of a tree till death 
overtakes you while you are in that state." (Sahih Al Bukhari Hadith 
#7084)
